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Abstract

The objectives of this research were as follows: 1) to study the desirable
characteristics of discipline among students at Buached Wittaya School, Surin Province.
2) to create a model of Small School Administration in Big School to Develop Desirable
Characteristics in Discipline of Mathayomsuksa 4 students at Buached Wittaya School,
Surin Provinc. 3) to test the administration model and 4) to study the satisfaction of
the people involved. The research was divided into 4 phases: Phase 1 the study of
desirable characteristics in discipline of Buached Wittaya School students, Surin
Province, Phase 2 Creation and development of a small school administration model
in a big school to develop desirable characteristics in discipline of mathayomsuksa 4
students at Buached Wittaya School, Surin Provinc, phase 3 study the result of using
the administration model and phase 4 study on the satisfaction of related persons
after using the administration model. The research target groups consisted of 108
teachers and educational personnel, 13 school committees, 269 students, and 269
student’s parents. The tools used in the research were 1) questionnaire on the
desirable characteristics of students. 2) a form to assess the suitability and feasibility
of the administrative model. 3) an assessment form of student discipline desirable
characteristics, and 4) a satisfaction assessment form. The statistics used to analyze
the data were percentage (%), mean (X ), standard deviation (S.D.) and t-test.

The results showed that:

1. Desirable characteristics of Buached Wittaya School students in Surin

Province overall, are at a high level and have desirable characteristics in the discipline



of students that must be developed in 6 areas, namely the aspect of showing respect,
proper attire, punctuality, cleanliness, responsibility and patience.

2. The results of the feasibility and appropriateness assessment of the
administration model overall, the average was at the highest level.

3. Small school administration model in the big school to develop desirable
characteristics in discipline of mathayomsuksa 4 students at Buached Wittaya School,
Surin Provinc there are 5 main components: 1) Context 2) Inputs 3) Process 4) Product
and 5) Feedback.

4. The results of the comparison of students' disciplinary desirable
characteristics by using the t-test, found that after using the model, the mean was
significantly higher than before at the .01 level.

5. The results of the satisfaction assessment of teachers and educational
personnel school committees and parents of students towards the administration
model overall, the average was at the highest level and student satisfaction

assessment results overall, the average was at a high level.
